From Portland/Vancouver (Roughly 90 minutes)

Travel East on |-84 towards Hood River. Take exit #64 to White Salmon, cross the bridge (don’t forget toll bridge
money). Turn RIGHT atthe lightand travel for 1.3 miles on Hwy. 14 (into town of Bingen) and take a LEFT on HWY
141/0AK St. Travel 8.6 miles on HWY 141 (road does become curvy, do not take any turns off HWY 141).
You will see a Golf Coarse on your RIGHT, we are 100 yards past the golf coarse on the RIGHT. Ifyou cross
the White Salmon River you have gone too far!

From Tri-Cities and East (Roughly 2.5 hours)

Travel South on 1-82 towards Umatilla/Hermiston. Take Exit onto I-84 WEST and travel west towards
Portland. Take exit # 64 to White Salmon, cross the bridge (don’t forget toll bridge money). Turn RIGHT atthe
lightand travel for 1.3 miles on Hwy. 14 (into town of Bingen) and take a LEFT on HWY 141/0AK St. Travel 8.6
miles on HWY 141 (road does become curvy, do not take any turns off HWY 141). You will see a Golf
Coarse on your RIGHT, we are 100 yards past the golf coarse on the RIGHT. Ifyou crossthe White Salmon
River you have gone too far!

From Government Camp/Mt. Hood Area (Roughly 60 minutes)

Heading East on HWY 26 from Government Camp, travel 2.1 miles and take HWY 35 NORTH. Travel North
39 miles to Hood River, you will reach a 4-way intersection, go straight (towards the big green toll bridge),
after .3 miles take a left towards toll bridge (DO NOT ENTER the FREEWAY). Cross the toll bridge (don’t
forget toll bridge money). Turn RIGHT atthe lightand travel for 1.3 miles on Hwy. 14 (into town of Bingen) and
take a LEFT on HWY 141/0AK St. Travel 8.6 miles on HWY 141 (road does become curvy, do not take any
turns off HWY 141). You will see a Golf Coarse on your RIGHT, we are 100 yards past the golf coarse on the
RIGHT. Ifyou crossthe White Salmon River you have gone too far!
